GENERAL PTO MEETING

October 13, 2009

The General PTO Meeting was called to order at 12:10pm in the downstairs lounge of the Family Center. 27 people were in attendance.

The meeting was opened with a prayer by Anne Perez.

Pat McCain welcomed everyone and thanked Eileen Garvey for the great lunch, Stephanie Nelson for a successful Spirit Day, Sally Goebel for arranging the poster competition (posters will be used at the Sports Banquets) and Lisa Madden and Carolyn Quinlan for their incredible work in the Spirit Store. The Spirit Store will be selling sweatshirts and blankets at Autumnfest.
Mrs. Dulac introduced the new director of religious Education, Mariangela Bryne.        Ms. Bryne told us this year’s Christmas Pageant is scheduled for December 13 for grades Kinder through 4th.

There will be a School Board update at the November meeting.

School Update Presentation – Camille Antes
Ms. Antes told us absences were going down but to please not send a child to school until he is free of fever for 24 hours. Through Title I, the school has received money that was used for an “In Computing” program. This includes a device that will send information to 4 monitors from a single CPU. The school receives Title I money from the results of a survey sent to all the school families.  This year’s survey will be sent on October 26, 2009 and must be turned in by ALL in order to receive the school’s share of funds from the state.  She also told us to watch for report cards that will be sent home on October 21. Ms. Antes introduced the 3 teachers that were able to attend the meeting today: Ms. Selly (3rd grade), Ms. Petrowski (2nd) and Ms. Luzarraga (Middle School).  Ms. Selly commented there was still time to put together an Imagination Destination team.

Library Book Fair – Camille Antes

Ms. Antes spoke for Jeanne Howell about the annual Library Book Fair to be held November 8 – 12.  There is a need for volunteers to set up on November 6 and to work the actual Book Fair.  Please contact Ms. Howell if you would like to work at any time or during your child’s time at the Fair.
Autumnfest – Deanna Walker

Set for October 17, 2009, Autumnfest will happen rain or shine from noon to 9:00pm.  Although Underwriting is slightly under last year’s numbers, the committee is very pleased.  The raffle tickets have been an incredible success with $27,000 of the $30,000 goal already raised. The school families have been encouraged to sell tickets through a competition that will end October 13.  Volunteers are still needed in all areas of AF and there was a request for any students that need volunteer hours to contact the Committee.

AF staff will be wearing black shirts and Deanna asked the PTO to wear their pink shirts so they could be recognized as “safe adults”.  Everyone was encouraged to wear their badges. Pick up of preorders is scheduled for Oct. 14 and 15 from 7:30-8:30am and   2:30-3:30PM.
