GENERAL PTO MEETING

April 13, 2010
The General PTO Meeting was called to order at 7:10pm in the downstairs lounge of the Family Center. 63 people were in attendance.

The meeting was opened with a prayer by Anne Perez.
President Pat McCain welcomed everyone. She thanked everyone for attending and introduced Pat Dulac and Camille Antes.  Four new St. Monica families were introduced and given a small welcome gift.

As required in the PTO bylaws, Anne Perez presented the following amendment to Article VII, Section 1 & 2 and Article IX (originally announced at the March 9, 2010 PTO General Meeting):
Article VII – Officers  

Section 1: The elected officers of the organization will be President, President-Elect, 1st Vice President, 2nd Vice President, 3rd Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and Treasurer-Elect.
Section 2:(insert) For the 2010-2011 school year only, both a Treasurer and Treasurer-Elect will be elected. The Treasurer will serve in that school year only. The person who has served as Treasurer-Elect during the 2010-2011 and subsequent school years will automatically become Treasurer of the PTO for the following school year. 

(remove) Elections for Treasurer will be held in even-numbered years. The candidate chosen as Treasurer during those elections will serve a two-year term as Treasurer.

(remove) If at the time of the elections it appears that the Treasurer will not continue his or her two-year term, the general membership will select a new Treasurer to finish the remainder of the two-year term.

 Article IX - Duties of Officers 

Treasurer - (remove) Once elected, the Treasurer will remain in that position for two years.

(insert) The Treasurer-Elect will serve at the discretion of the Treasurer. His or her duties may include oversight of specific budgetary areas, such as Spirit Store, field trips, etc.

A motion was made by Lauren Decuir to accept the amendment as written. It was seconded by Barbara Malin. A unanimous vote by those attending passed the amendment.
Officer Reports

President Elect – Anne Perez asked people to please consider the next school year and volunteer in the PTO.
Treasurer – Sally Wengierski told us the budget is on target and we would be able to make another donation to the new Library at the end of the year. 
1st VP (report by McCain): 2 Field Trips have occurred this month. First Communion in scheduled for May 1.

2nd VP (report by McCain): 4th grade field trip is April 16; 5th grade leaves for the Pines Camp Apr 13-16; looking for volunteers for the 5th grade in house retreat; Field Day is May 26.
3rd VP (report by McCain):  6th grade retreat on April 15; 7th grade went to Austin; 6th grade Bingo is April 23. 7 & 8th grade Spring Dance is April 23.
Volunteer of the Month – February’s Volunteer of the Month is Tara Chittoor and March’s Volunteer of the Month are Chris and Nancy Poinsatte.
There were no Committee Reports.
Pat McCain then gave a Power Point presentation on opportunities for volunteers in the PTO. The Board, Committee, Grade Level Rep and Homeroom Parents responsibilities were explained.  Executive Board Nominations are will open April 16 through 23.  Committee openings will be posted on the website.
